COALITION POLITICAL PARTY CHECKLIST

l. INTRODUCTION
1. The PPA 2011 provides for Coalition political party whereby the coalition agreement has
to be submitted 120 days before the date of election being 9" April 2022.

2. A coalition political party is a coalition registered as a political party that is exempted from
Sections 5 and 6 of the Political Parties Act, 2011 (PPA).

3. By operation of the law, a coalition political party is in compliant with the requirement of
membership as set out under Section 7 of the PPA. Further, a coalition political party shall
adhere to the provisions of Section 7 of the Political Parties Act, 2011 in the following
terms;

i.  Submit particulars of the governing body that reflects regional and ethnic
diversity, gender balance and representation of special interest groups;

ii.  Submit particulars of the county officials which is compliant with the two-
third gender rule;

ii.  Demonstrate that members of its governing body meet the requirements
of Chapter Six of the Constitution and the laws relating to ethics;

iv. it has submitted to the Registrar—

a) the location of its head office, which shall be a registered office within
Kenya and a postal address to which notices and other
communication may be sent;

b) the location and addresses of the branch offices of the coalition
political party, which shall be in more than half of the counties;

v.  the official website address of the coalition political party; and

vi.  An undertaking to be bound by this Act and the Code of Conduct for
Political Parties under the First Schedule.
